Compass Help
When becoming familiar with a new location a compass can be of great use. 

Ms. DeLyria and Jacqui are back at her classroom.  “Ok Jacqui here we are at the door to room 501. I would like for you to describe to me which wall is the front, back and left, right walls of the room and what is on each wall.” 

As Jacqui has completed her perimeter search and her center of the room search she has a general feel for the layout of the room. She says:  “I think I am at the back wall because most of the time people will be looking at the projector so I’d have that in the front of the room and that’s in front of me across the room. And on the right wall was the sink with the washer and dryer for some reason. And the covered TV. On the left side is the wall full of paper and the TV that doesn’t have the big paper thing under it.” 
Ms. DeLyria now wants her to relate that to compass directions. Jacqui is wearing a Braille compass. Reading the Braille compass she states:  “I am facing east. The north wall is the paper wall.” Reading the compass again she points to the north wall. She continues, “The sink, the south wall is that way.” She points to her right. “East is in front of me. And west is back there.” 

Ms. DeLyria mentions, “Mr. Brown has assigned seating and so I am going to talk you through while you walk to your seat and we’re going to start with that table on your right that you first looked at when you were doing the perimeter search.”
Jacqui remembers that it was the table by the garbage can.
Ms. DeLyria directs her to square off from that table and continue forward. She tells her that her seat is going to be the first one on the right. Jacqui feels comfortable with the room now and quickly locates her desk. Sitting down she states, “Ok, I’m ready for class. I need my books now. “
